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Be It Enacted By The Advanced Placement Government Congress
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	Preamble: Whereas there are over 400,000 collegiate athletes participating in NCAA Division 1 sports and since both male and female representation is found in the number, and since Title IX refers to all federally funded activities and since these funds are to promote the creation of equal opportunity for both genders and the advancement of women’s opportunities in all federally funded endeavors therefore striving for the creation of a society free from gender discrimination then,

SECTION 1: Let funding of federally supported programs become coherently disengaged from all discriminatory actions by abolishing all organizational power to moderate the addition or discontinuation of programs to accommodate for literal anti-discriminatory based decisions.
SECTION 2: Let the funds attained by each institution from the government be based on quality of the program instead of the literal quantity of programs available. The pursuit of qualified programs for each gender should be sought instead of overall number.
SECTION 3: Let the funding for these federal programs be based on overall revenue of the program and be established by a graduated system of funding in order to make the funding based on money standards therefore lacking discrimination.

SECTION 4: Let revenue be kept by programs so that it furthers their goal and enhances their impact and prevalence while allowing fundraising and privatized donations to be gained as needed.

SECTION 5: Let these establishments be enacted by the proper authorities and organizations that overlook the matter, i.e. the NCAA.

SECTION 6: Let this law go into effect one year after passage during the summer months.
